Fire Arts Collective Safety Information

Fuels:  

The fuels we use include white gas, lamp oil, and lighter fluid. Which fuel we use is determined by several factors including whether the performance is inside or outside, the fire technique we desire from the performance, and the amount of time required for our equipment to burn. For each fuel we use a material safety data sheet has been provided in this packet. All of our fuel is carried to and from the performance in its original container. During the performance each fuel is placed in a one-gallon paint can for soaking equipment. All fuel is stored at least 15 feet away from performance area. During each performance all of the fuel containers and paint cans used for soaking equipment remain closed. We use buckets to spin excess fuel into and pour back into the paint cans before performance.  

Safety: 

At every performance and practice we have a five-pound CO2 fire extinguisher on hand. There are two trained fire safeties ready with fire blankets and wet towels within five feet of the performers. The fire safeties also maintain a safe perimeter between the performance area and the audience.   

Performance Area: 

The space required for our performance is at least a 10 foot cube. The area must be clear both vertically and horizontally of flammable or hazardous materials. A separate area at least ten feet away from the performance area is also required to spin excess fuel off of our equipment. Prior to a performance anywhere at least one of our members inspects to venue to ensure all of these requirements have been met.  

Fire Equipment: 

Before each performance we inspect all of our equipment to ensure it is safe to use. You, your safety team and the fire department can inspect all of our equipment upon request, which includes poi, staff, fingers, fans, jump rope, torches, and batons.

First Aid:

We have two first aid kits and three small emergency burn kits on hand.
