Safety Drills:

1. Discuss the nature of the beast.

-Fuel: extinguished only by lack of air or chemicals.  Chemicals are the last resort.

-Protection: proper clothing & wet towel or fire blanket.  

-Most likely fire hazards: loose fuel, toy caught, bad wrap, clothing and dropped.

-Proper fuel storage: fuel depot and types of fuel, White Gas, Lamp Oil, Kerosene, Lighter Fluid, Denatured Alcohol, Clean Heat, Clear Light, Biodiesel and Rubbing Alcohol

2. Discuss and do wraps & snags.

-Show most common mistakes and escapes.  

-Proper safety and performer communication: (Safety) you’re on fire- (performer) out / fine.  

-How the safety should approach.

-How the performer should act.

3. Putting out the fire drills.

-Holding the fire still and extinguishing it.

-Wrap snags starting on the legs working up to the neck and extinguishing them.  (Some random while explaining to keep everyone on their toes.)

-Dropped toys and retrieving
